As per MCC guidance on responsible data management[footnoteRef:1] and following The Cloudburst Group’s requirements for responsible data management, the quantitative data associated with this evaluation is available for public use. The quantitative data provided facilitates meaningful reproducibility of analysis in the Final Results Report. Meaningful reproduction of analysis means that the results and interpretation of results do not change when using the public use data. This data package includes the following quantitative and structured qualitative components:
· Electronic property registry system (ePRS) land transaction data,
· Pre-ePRS historic land transaction data,
· Endline banking customer survey, and 
· Structured key informant interviews (KIIs) with State Registrars and bank loan officers.

Semi-structured qualitative data collection also occurred as part of this evaluation (focus group discussions and open-ended key informant interviews), but the evaluation team recommends that this data is not released publicly. This is because even with key identifiers (e.g., names, job titles) removed, it could still be possible to identify a participant based on a constellation of variables. Additionally, it would be impossible to de-identify the open-ended key informant interviews due to the sampling strategy targeting respondents based on their positions held and the content of the conversations. This recommendation is in line with MCC guidelines for the preparation of qualitative microdata, which state, “MCC does not expect qualitative data to be prepared for public-use given unknowns regarding de-identification and usability of qualitative data.”
