RE: Transparency Statement of Evaluation Data and Results for the Economic Analysis and Evaluation Services of the Roads and Bridges Activity in Cabo Verde

As per MCC guidance on responsible data management[footnoteRef:1] and following International Development Group’s requirements for responsible data management, the data associated with this evaluation is available for public use, or in some cases, not available for either public or restricted access use. Data from key informant interviews have not been provided for internal MCC or public use. Due to small sample sizes and the perceived potential and incentives for re-identification of respondents, the conversations cannot be sufficiently de-identified while protecting the identities of the key informants. In addition, data from the road condition data has not been provided for internal MCC or public use. However, in order to protect the identity of the drivers and individuals whose images may have been captured in the video, the recording has not been included in the data package.

The evaluation team limited collecting Personally Identifiable Information (PII) and sensitive data strictly to those absolutely required to facilitate data collection. The PII only included the names or the address of those interviewed, the names of the enumerators an supervisors, and these PIIs were not used in the construction of evaluation variables. Removing the PIIs does not diminish the meaningful reproduction of the analysis and the results and interpretation of results do not change when using the public use data.

Results generated with the data we are submitting for public use are fully replicable. We provide an overview of the data used in the evaluation and its accessibility in Table 1 below.
