To aid the wuser, this codebook provides documentation for each wvariable in the
BurkinaGirlsSchool.dta file including:

Variable name: the variable name as it appears in the data file

Label: variable label (a brief description of the variable)

Universe: indicates which respondents were eligible to be asked the question
N: total number of observations in the data file

Question Text: the text of the question as it appears in the survey instrument

Construct Specs: provides specifications used to create constructed variables

Additionally, frequency counts and numeric values and their labels are displayed for all
categorical variables where frequencies are less than a page. An example of a categorical variable that
has frequencies too long to display is hc5 (Interview date). Means, minimum and maximum values,
and standard deviations are displayed for continuous variables.

Certain variables that contain information that would allow sample members potentially to be
identified were dropped. An example of such a variable is hl2 (child’s name). Variables used solely
for the administration of the survey were also dropped. An example of a variable used solely for
administration is hc28 (Interviewer/Supervisor Notes). In addition, vatiables in the school wave 1
student attendance roster are not in the dataset.

The data user should refer to the Burkina Faso’s BRIGHT School Evaluation: Household and
School Survey User’s Manual for information about study methodology.
